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Abstract

The International Society for Tropical Root Crops-
Africa Branch (ISTRC-AB) was founded in 1978
by a few scientists who attended the ISTRC
meetings far away in Thailand and could not see a
large number of Africans because of the high cost
of attendance. The urge to include many more
Africans in the discourse of root and tuber crops
created the feeling for an African branch of the
society. The aims were basically the same but to
date still remain and continue to be a parallel
organisation. Plans to link the two have been tried
many times but the difficulty of management was
too high a cost in the earlier years. Maybe with the
advent of the electronic devices and ICT, such
mergers could in future be achieved. The totality of
scientific publication on cereal crops are far much
higher than for root and tuber crops that are mostly
in the tropical countries with less resources for
sustaining research on these crops.

Preamble
Under the huge canopy for the gala night of the
ISTRC-AB symposium at Maputo Mozambique,
Dr Mpoko Bokanga (President of ISTRC-AB)
invited me as past president to sit on a big round
table with the high and mighty of the society and
LOC. I was quiet and observant. It is said you must
not steal the show off the current king, or you risk
being assassinated. So I kept my cool, seeping and
chewing in quiet until the discussion made a U-
turn to the beauty of our great society. I consider
ISTRC-AB great because it was and remains the
most active branch of the seven branches of the
mother society ISTRC. It was about who has
attended all the symposia of the ISTRC-AB? The
only one was I. The Dr Bokanga said it would be
nice if a short history of the ISTRC-AB could be
written. He then indicated that I would be well
placed to undertake this assignment. He guessed
well being that I was at that time also the longest
serving editor in chief of the ISTRC-AB and also a
past president of ISTRC-AB (1998-2001), it
became apparent that  would have to act. That was
how the business of writing the paper came to be.
The importance of Tropical Root Crops
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(TRC) was more important than cereals and pulses
in many more tropical countries than other
categories of food crops. Yet, the class of crops
were neglected in all global fora. This provoked
much discussion especially among an elite group
of renowned scientists from tropical countries.
They were inspired to act to undo this dangerous
trend by forming a tropical society. Fortunately,
the Caribbean Group at St. Augustine took the lead
resulting in the first symposium of the ISTRC-
world to be held 1967 in Trinidad and Tobago. At
that meeting, there were few Africans who could
attend. The cost was high for African researchers
and the students who should be there to see how the
'feast is celebrated’ were all absent. It was the only
forum for Tropical Scientist and stakeholders to
exchange information and data on TRC. One
major resolution of the participants that attended
that symposium was that the different
representatives of the different regions of the
world were to each form their own branch.

'The USA is having lunch, Europe is at
breakfast, Asia is waking up, Africa is still
sleeping' says Chief Dr. S.K. Hahn. This assertion
has to be considered with some seriousness as to
how we can add to the value of our root crop
science and thus enhance the status of their
productivity and utility as food and feed and as
inputs for industries and advanced commercia-
lisation.

The history of the ISTRC-AB has evolved
over the 35 years without a written document. We
can piece together the transactions of the society
from the proceedings and occasional publications.
It is a rich society in terms of action and talk and
dream as well as in thoughts.

History and Traditions

ISTRC-AB was established in 1978 headquartered
at IITA Ibadan, Nigeria. The membership is open
to all root and tuber crop people whether they are
researchers, business people, Government
officials of governments, heads of state, etc. In all,
the principal aim is to: Stimulate and enhance the
value chain from Research, Production to full
Utilization of root and tuber crops (RTC) in Africa.

Constitution of the ISTRC-AB
The Constitution of the ISTRC-AB is the main
Instrument of Association and function. Three
revisions have added bye-laws and these have
been incorporated into the 'corpus' of the
Constitution.

A constitution is supposed to be revised as
frequently to make it capture the changing times in
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which we live and truly reflect the aspirations of
the new and the old members of the society. An
unchanging constitution is a veritable dinosaur. In
consequence, there has been several bye-laws that
help to update the constitution to make it operable
and relevant to the aims of the society.

These leaders help to guide the activities of the
society on behalf of the 150-250 people registered
in the society at any one time. The need to raise the
fortunes of the society through regional drive for
membership is well indicated and has to be taken
as urgently as possible. There are many smaller
societies serving the interests of RTCs but none is
continent wide or trans-disciplinary as is the
ISTRC-AB. The 43 nations of sub-Saharan Africa
could each have about 10 RTC researchers and
thus provide about 500 possible members. Adverts
and awareness among students and the colleagues
in our institutions will need to be stepped up.

Fund Raising Officer (FRO)

Until the Kinshasa symposium, it was imagined
that there will always be good times as far as
donors are concerned. But the rise of greater
number of societies and the fatigue of donors,
innovative funding strategies were needful. To this
need, a fund raising officer was created as a post in
the executive of the society at Kinshasa.

Past ISTRC-AB Symposia

The life of the society hinges on the triennial
symposium, when we meet to renew our
knowledge and accept new members and rehearse
the spirit of togetherness in the onerous task of
contributing to knowledge in root and tuber crops
in a way that journal papers cannot achieve. The
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five day interaction of over 100 people and the
field trips and evening of varied activities help to
unite the scientists into a formidable body of
progress.

ARTICLEI:NAME
The name shall be the International Society for
Tropical Root Crops-Africa Branch (ISTRC-AB).

ARTICLE I1 : HEADQUARTERS

The Headquarters shall be at the International

Institute of Tropical Agriculture (IITA), Ibadan,

Nigeria.

ARTICLE I1I: OBJECTIVES

The objectives shall be to promote ISTRC

aspirations within Africa and the adjacent islands

by stimulating production and utilization of root

crops through:

(a) Promotion and encouragement of research,
extension and training.

(b) Organization of symposia, workshops and

special training courses of root and tuber

Crops.

Exchange of visits amongst workers on root

and tuber crops.

Provision of opportunities for enhancing

utilization of new developments in techniques

and equipment for work in root and tuber

Crops.

ARTCLEIV: LANGUAGE
The official languages shall be English and French.

ARTICLE V: MEMBERSHIP

There shall be five classes of membership:

(a) Ordinary: Persons actively interested in

promoting the objectives of the Branch and

who pay the prescribed annual dues.

Student: University or College students

(above secondary school, and students of

Schools of Agriculture) who show interest in

root and tuber crops shall be accepted at

reduced dues.

(c) Corporate: Institutions and organizations
interest in promoting the objectives of the
branch and who shall pay the prescribed
corporate membership dues annually.3

(d) Life: Persons eligible for ordinary
membership who pay the prescribed life
membership dues.

(e¢) Honorary: Individuals elected by the branch
who have given distinguished service in
promoting the objectives of the ISTRC and
the Africa Branch.

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ARTICLE VI: MEMBERSHIP PRIVILEGES
All bonafide members of the ISTRC-AB are
automatically members of the ISTRC provided
they pay the ISTRC stipulated dues. Membership
privileges shall be withdrawn when dues are not
paid for two consecutive years and will only be
restored after all outstanding arrears and additional
stipulated percentage as fines have been settled.

ARTICLE VII: DUES
Dues for the different classes of membership shall
be stipulated in the bye-laws.

ARTICLE VII: EXECUTIVE COUNCIL
There shall be an Executive Council which shall be
the highest authority of the Branch. The Council
shall have power to co-opt members whenever
necessary.

ARTICLE IX: ORGANIZATION OF THE
EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

The affairs of the ISTRC-AB shall be run by a
council whose membership shall be as follows:

ARTICLE X: DUTIES OF MEMBERS OF
COUNCIL

(a) The President: The President shall be the
executive head of the Branch. He shall be
responsible for making arrangements for
meetings after consultation with the
Secretary-Treasurer and shall preside over all
the meetings of the Council and the Branch
except in cases where he is unavoidably
unable to act when he will arrange for a Vice-
President to deputize for him.

First Vice-President: The First Vice-President
shall assist the President in all his duties and
shall deputize in the event that the President is
unable to discharge his obligations.

Second Vice-President: The Second Vice-
“President will deputize for the President in
the absence of both the President and the First

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Vice-President.

(d) Secretary/Treasurer: The Secretary/Treasurer
shall convene meetings after consultation with
the President, keep records of all meetings
(Council and Branch meetings) and be
responsible for all official correspondence of
the branch. He shall prepare and submit
annual financial statements which shall be
audited by an appointed auditor.

(e) Assistant Secretary: The Assistant Secretary
shall assist the Secretary/Treasurer in his
duties. He shall also be responsible for
recruitment drives for membership.

(f) Regional Representatives: The Regional
Representative shall co-ordinate the activities
of the Branch within their respective areas of
representation.

(g) Editor: The Editor shall be responsible for the
editing publishing of the proceedings of
workshops, symposia and all relevant
publications of the Branch. He shall also be
responsible for the organization of symposia,
conferences and workshops.

(h) Ex-Officio Members: The Ex-Officio
Members shall be assigned duties by the
President as need be.

ARTICLE XI: MEETINGS

(a) The Council shall meet at least once a year.

(b) Branch Symposia shall be held once every
three years during any of the two years
between the years of the Symposia of the
ISTRC.

(c) VENUES OF THE Branch Symposia shall as
much as possible be rotated among countries
within regions of the branch.

(d) A business meeting shall be included in the
program of each symposium. At this meeting
the election of officers shall be conducted and
venue for the next decided.

ARTICLE XII: ELECTION OF OFFICERS

(a) Officers shall be elected by majority vote at
the general meeting

(b) Voting shall be by secret ballot.

(c) The Secretary/Treasurer shall be elected from
the country hosting the next general meeting.

(d) Allordinary bona fide members are eligible to
hold office.

(e) Allclasses of membership with the exception
of corporate members may be eligible to vote.

ARTICLE XIII: AMENDMENTS
Amendments to the Constitution may be made if
requested in writing through the Secretary/

Treasurer at least 6 months before the next meeting

and approved by a two-thirds majority vote of

paid-up members at the general meeting.

Bye-laws and standing order of the ISTRC-AB

(ISTRC-AB): Interpretation

In these bye-laws and standing order, the words

and expressions used have the following

meanings:

(i) Council means the Executive Council

(i) Officer means member of the Executive
Council

(iii) Parent body means the International Society
for Tropical Root Crops (ISTRC)

(iv) Branch means the International Society for
Tropical Root Crops-Africa Branch (ISTRC-
AB).

ARTICLE 1: MEMBERSHIP PRIVILEGES

Membership privileges shall include:

(i) Attending all meetings and participating in
discussions and the other activities of the
Branch including presentation of papers.

(i1) Receiving free copies of the newsletters,
proceedings of triennial conferences and other
publications.

(iii) Voting at general meetings.

These privileges shall be withdrawn when dues are
not paid for two consecutive years and will be
restored only after all outstanding arrears have
been settled.

ARTICLE 2: MEMBERSHIPDUES
The dues to be paid by different classes of
members shall be:

Student member US$5.00
Corporate member US$50.00
Life member US$ 100.00
Honorary member Nil

ARTICLE 3: COLLECTION OF DUES

(1) Regional representative shall contact, in the
countries within their region, individuals who
become country representatives. The country
representatives shall collect dues in the local
currencies and convert these dues to dollars or
the equivalent of the currency in the location
where the triennial Branch meeting is held,
where they shall pay to the Secretary/
Treasurer for banking at the Headquarters.
Other dues can be collected by Secretary/
Treasurer if and when Branch members
attend triennial Branch meetings.

(i) The Branch shall maintain a bank account at
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the Headquarters into which all dues and
other funds shall be paid.

(ii1) All cheques, notes, drafts and other financial
obligations of the Branch shall require the
signature of the Secretary/Treasurer and the
President.

(iv) The funds of the Branch shall be audited prior
to each triennial meeting. The audited report
should be ready and shall be submitted at the
general meeting.

ARTICLE 4: QUORUM AT THE EXECU-
TIVE MEETINGS

Quorum for the council meetings shall be the
President and/or Vice-President, the Secretary/
Treasurer and/or Assistant and two members.

ARTICLE 5: EXECUTIVE COUNCILMEET-
INGS

The council shall meet at least once a year
preferably in February/March. The venues of the
meetings shall be as much as possible rotated
among countries.

ARTICLE 6: PARTICULARS ABOUT SOME

OFFICERS

(i) When the first Vice-President is an
Anglophone, the second Vice-President shall
be a francophone and vice-versa.

(i) The Secretary/Treasurer and the President
shall be elected from the country hosting the
next general meeting.

(iii) There shall be five regional representatives
consisting of one each for Northern, Southern,
Western and Central and Eastern Africa with
adjacent islands.

ARTICLE 7: DUTIES
REPRESENTATIVES
The regional representatives shall contact and
recruit persons working or interested in the
development of root crops in countries within their
region. One of such persons in each country
representative of this country. The Regional
Representatives shall follow the progress of the
Branch in each country and offer help where
needed. They shall liaise between the country
representative and Assistant Secretary for the
updating of the membership of the Branch. They
shall also collect dues as stated in Article 3.

ARTICLE 8: QUORUM AT GENERAL
MEETING

Quorum for general meetings shall be a quarter
(1/4) of all countries represented in the Branch and
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one fifth (1/5) of all paid up members.

ARTICLE 9: GENERALMEETINGS
General meetings of the Branch shall be held once
in three years in August/September.

ARTICLE 10: ELECTION PROCEDURES

(1) Nomination papers shall be sent to members
by the Secretary/Treasurer two months before
the meeting.

(il) Nomination papers for any office shall be
signed by signed by the nominee, two
seconders and the candidate and shall reach
the Secretary by midnight of the first day of
the meeting.

(ii1) Officers shall be eligible for re-election for a
second term and thereafter will be ineligible
for that same office until five years have
elapsed.
